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Abstract
This research article aimed to 1) study the organizational culture of educational

institutions, 2) examine personnel administration within educational institutions, and 3)
investigate the relationship between organizational culture and personnel administration of
educational institutions. The sample consisted of 276 participants, including school
administrators and government teachers, selected through stratified random sampling based
on educational service areas. The research instrument was a five-point Likert scale
questionnaire with content validity ranging from 0.67 to 1.00 and a reliability coefficient of
1.00. The statistical methods employed were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
Pearson’s correlation coefficient analysis, with the significance level set at .05.

The research findings revealed that: (1) The overall and specific aspects of
organizational culture in educational institutions were at a high level. When ranked by mean
score from highest to lowest, they included: organizational purpose, benevolence, decision-
making, honesty, trust, empowerment, sense of belonging, acceptance, personnel diversity,
and quality. (2) The overall and specific aspects of personnel administration in educational
institutions were also at a high level. Ranked by mean score from highest to lowest, they
included: professional development of teachers and educational personnel, performance
evaluation, salary advancement, disciplinary actions and penalties, and resignation or
termination. (3) There was a highly positive and statistically significant correlation between
organizational culture and personnel administration of educational institutions under the

Kanchanaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2.

Guidelines for the rehabilitation of
students' learning loss in educational institutions are as follows: 1) In terms of designing a new
learning management process that responds to the changing context and needs of students, the
educational institution conducts an assessment of the learning regression of students. 2) In terms
of empowering teachers and school administrators, the guidelines are to support the

development of teachers, promote training to develop their own learning management, and
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develop teachers' potential, skills, and knowledge. 3) In terms of creating effective participation
in learning management among educational institutions, teachers, parents, communities, and all
relevant sectors, the guidelines are to create communication and mutual understanding to
discuss, exchange information, opinions, and guidelines for rehabilitation. 4) In terms of developing
a digital media repository for open learning and linking educational information, the guidelines are
to develop a digital media repository that is of quality, consistent, comprehensive, and accurate.
5) In terms of creating a positive attitude towards learning and good health of students, both
physical and mental health, the guidelines are to promote meaningful learning for students. 6) In
terms of improving learning management by using technology systematically and effectively, there
are guidelines for integrating technology into learning management, using a variety of digital media,
using online platforms, and using digital tools that attract learners' attention. Moreover, 7) In terms
of organizing welfare, safety, and building morale and encouragement, there are guidelines for
creating a safe environment, preventing accidents both inside and outside the educational

institution.

This independent study is an evaluation research. The objectives are to evaluate the
project's context, input factors, process, and outputs to promote academic excellence in
student arts and crafts at Ban Pak Long School, Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary Educational
Service Area Office 4, using the CIPP Model evaluation form developed by Stufflebeam. The
sample group consisted of 171 students, 16 teachers, and two project management
committee members, totaling 189 persons. There were five qualitative informants, including
one school director, one academic teacher, one school committee member, and two student
representatives, for a total of five persons. The tool used was a 5-level rating questionnaire.
The data were analyzed using the mean, standard deviation, and content analysis.

The research results revealed that the context aspect achieved the highest level of
success, with the highest evaluation level. It was followed by the process aspect, which
received a high evaluation. The input aspect also achieved a high evaluation level. The output
aspect also achieved a high level of evaluation. The context aspect revealed that the project
objectives were most closely aligned with the needs of the project participants, with the

highest average score. The issue with the lowest evaluation level was that the goal setting,
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timeframe, and implementation methods were appropriate and could be implemented
effectively, with a high score. In terms of input factors, it was found that administrators
consistently provide opportunities, promote, and develop the potential of teachers
responsible for organizing activities, at the highest level, with the highest average. The issue
with the lowest average evaluation result was that teaching media are modern, appropriate,
and relevant to the current social conditions, and align with the national educational
development strategy, at a high level. In terms of process, the project team collaborated on
planning operations, studied problems, and identified needs to develop students' potential
towards excellence, reaching the highest level and achieving the highest average score. The
issue with the lowest average score was the systematic collection of information used to
develop and enhance visual arts skills, which was current and convenient for use in project
planning. In terms of output, it was found that teachers consistently assessed academic skill
achievement and systematically collected data, achieving the highest level and the highest
average score. The issue with the lowest average score was students' ability to apply
technology in their daily lives appropriately, exhibit creativity, and create innovations to
improve their quality of life, reaching a high level.

Qualitative data analysis concluded that students can develop knowledge and
academic skills, enabling them to apply this knowledge more effectively in their learning,
leading to higher academic achievement. However, time constraints exist, and learning should
be organized by age group to develop analytical thinking skills appropriate for each age group.
Schools should provide additional learning resources, such as informal learning corners,
wisdom rooms, and science labs, to enable students to independently research additional
information and engage in appropriate self-investigation, enabling them to analyze, synthesize,

and transfer their knowledge to others effectively.

The method integrates two areas
of linguistic knowledge: (1) Thai grammar, which involves classifying the 44 Thai consonants
according to their inherent tones — namely, high- class consonants with a rising tone
(chattawa), middle-class consonants with a mid-tone (saman), and low-class consonants with
a mid-tone; and (2) Thai phonetics and phonology, which explains the characteristics and
articulation points of consonant sounds. These include: (1) voiceless aspirated stops, (2)
voiceless unaspirated stops, (3) voiced unaspirated stops, (4) fricatives, (5) semivowels, (6)
nasals, (7) laterals, and (8) trills.

In teaching, English lexical sets are used as mnemonic aids: “ketchup fish” for high and
low paired consonants, “good job” for middle-class consonants, and “yawning lemur” for
single low consonants. These phrases facilitate memory retention in identifying consonant
classes while reinforcing understanding of sound characteristics and articulatory functions. This
integrative approach lays the foundation for subsequent instruction on short and long vowels,
as well as distinctions between live and dead syllables, contributing to a more systematic and

effective learning process in Thai phonetics.
